Battalion Chief Da-
vid Boots did not know
the exact cause for their
transport. However, Boots
said the ambulance did
not require transport with
lights and sirens, so it was
a non-emergency evalua-
tion.

The Red Cross assist-
ed 11 residents who were
displaced by the fire.

Though the cause
is still to be determined,
Boots urged residents to
use caution when trying to
stay warm:

If residents are using
a space heater, Boots ad-
vised to make sure the area
around it is clear of com-
bustibles, plug the heater
directly into an outlet as
opposed to a power strip,
and make sure outlets are
not overloaded.
